About the public meeting:
Florida law passed House Bill during the 2024 Legislative Session with the primary goal of enhancing accountability and transparency in the operations of publicly funded entities. This legislation mandates a greater degree of openness regarding the use of taxpayer funds. To comply with these new legal requirements, staff will be presenting a report at this public meeting. This report will detail how the organization is adhering to the increased transparency standards set forth in the legislation.
Collier Area Transit operates in compliance with Federal Transit Administration, (FTA) program requirements and ensures that transit services are made available and equitably distributed and provides equal access and mobility to any person without regard to race, color, or national origin.
