USC Section 5307 & 5339 Federal Transit Administration Urbanized Area Formula Grant Program of Project
30-Day Public Comment Period Announced



The Collier County Public Transit & Neighborhood Enhancement Division is announcing a 30-day public comment period for the U.S. Code (USC) Section 5307 & 5339 Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Urbanized Area Formula Grant Program of Project (POP).  
[bookmark: _Hlk164251166]Every year the Public Transit & Neighborhood Enhancement Division has received federal grant funds for the Collier Area Transit (CAT) System. CAT has prepared the proposed Program of Projects and is taking it through the Public Participation Plan (PPP). The public comment period will end on June 31, 2026. 
The amount allocated to the Bonita Springs/Naples Urbanized Area for USC Section 5307 Urbanized Area Formula Program is $7,034,886.  The portion of the grant funds awarded to Collier County is $5,486,856 and the remainder of $1,566,030 would be distributed to Lee County.
[bookmark: _Hlk42779191]Projects proposed for the appropriated funding may include, as funding permits: preventive maintenance for one-year, operating assistance for one  year, Americans with Disabilities Act  (ADA) paratransit services for one year, funding for the replacement of the maintenance and operating facility, bus stop improvements, Intelligent transportation system (ITS) annual support and warranty, and facility safety and security enhancements.
The amount allocated to the Bonita Springs/Naples Urbanized Area for USC Section 5339 Bus and Bus Facilities Urbanized Area Formula program would be $498,463.  
Projects proposed for the appropriated funding may include, as funding permits: purchase of a new 35- foot bus, fuel island and facility rehabilitation, and radio replacements.
